It is well known for its history, its temples, its festivals, and
its deer. Each of these influences the city’s character. They also show the influence of its
history.

Nara has a unique place in Japanese history. It was the first capital of Japan, from 710 to
784. After Kyoto became the capital, Nara became a quiet little town. However, it was still
an important center of Buddhism.

Nara has been closely connected with Buddhism since the beginning of its history. It was
during the time that Nara was the capital that Buddhism was introduced to Japan.
Buddhism has had a great influence on Japanese culture and thought. Some of the finest
Buddhist temples in Japan are found in and around Nara. Among these is 7odaiji. Todazi
houses the Great Buddha. Another is Horyuji, which was founded by Prince Shotoku. It is
a World Heritage Site. It also has many National Treasures. Visiting temples in Nara can
help you understand Japanese Buddhism and its history.

Nara has a lot of festivals that attract many visitors. Some of them are over 1000 years
old. For example, there is Yama-yaki (the grass-burning ceremony) at Mt Wakakusa. In it,
the grass is set on fire. There is also O-Taimatsu and O-Mizutori (torch lighting and water
drawing) ceremonies. In the torch-lighting ceremony, priests light huge torches and wave
them over the crowd. Later, they draw water from a well and dance around with lighted
torches.

Every visitor who goes to Nara remembers its deer. They walk freely through the parks
and on the temple grounds. Deer are traditionally believed to be the messengers of the gods.
Visitors buy crackers to feed to the deer. Everyone who comes to Nara enjoys the deer.
Nara is famous for these four things —— its history, its temples, its festivals, and its deer.

They combine to give Nara its special character.
